Sport Trafford Gifted and Talented Camps
In our efforts to improve the quality of sports provision and sporting skills within the borough Sport Trafford have organised a gifted and talented sports camp. The camp is specifically aimed at developing skills and understanding for secondary age pupils in cricket, football and rugby, with a fourth sport added on a course by course basis (so far Gymnastics and Hockey have been delivered on previous camps). 

As most governing bodies of sport recognise the benefits of cross sport training and the changes within sport through the National Curriculum we feel that pupils will benefit from exposure to different sports in an elite camp environment. This, we feel, will benefit children’s sporting performance for the future. 

The Gifted and Talented Camp will consist of cricket, football and rugby workshops delivered by the relevant officers from Sport Trafford who all have elite athlete and coaching experience. Each sport is used as a common framework to teach cross training skills such as problem solving, hand to eye co-ordination and team building. It does not matter if a pupil is a specialist in a given sport, the skills will aid and improve their overall performance.
The camps take place over a day and at various sites across the borough. Pupils are invited to take part by the Heads of PE and / or SSCO from their school and are generally on the Gifted and Talented Register for Sport already with the school. The courses run during most half term holidays and prove very popular so are filled on a first come first served basis.
